Please Note New Clipping Rule: 
Clipping: Clip swine body hair NO LESS than ½ inch, No body shaving.   ONLY cordless clippers allowed in the barn.  Any swine clipped less than ½ inch will be disqualified from the show.  The decision to disqualify a swine will be made by the swine superintendents.  The criteria to be used for measurement of body hair will be on file in the Jr. Show office.  Head, ear and tail clipping are the exception to the above rule.  All decisions made by the Swine Superintendents will be final.
Hogs will be checked in five locations on body from the shoulder to the tail head.  This may occur at anytime during the duration of show.  Any violation to this rule the animal will be removed from show at exhibitor’s expense.  Failure to obey this rule will result in forfeiture of all awards and premiums.
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
