The 2010 Junior Livestock Show of Spokane is dedicated to Fred Springer of 

Reardan, Washington.  He has over 47 years of experience and service as an 
exhibitor, FFA Advisor, mentor, and board member.  Fred was first introduced 

to the Junior Livestock Show of Spokane in 1953, at the age of 14.  That year, 

he participated in the livestock judging contest.  In 1954, he exhibited his first 
hog.  At this young age, Fred recognized his passion for producing and exhibit-

ing swine through his involvement with the Otis Orchards FFA program.  Fred 

credits the development of this passion to his former high school Ag teachers 
Leo Migvar and Jess Beckman. 

 

In the summer of 1958, Fred enlisted in the US Marine Corps where he served 
for 4 1/2 years. On a particularly rough night at sea, Fred had a vision that upon 

his military discharge, he would work with high school-aged youth, introducing 

them to the business and lifestyle of agriculture, which he so loved in his for-
mative years.  In the spring of 1963, with discharge in hand, Fred returned to 

Washington State University to complete a degree in Agricultural Education.  

In 1967, Fred accepted a high school teaching position in Reardan, Washington.  
He loved the fact that Reardan was a rural community with a history of strong 

FFA involvement.  He taught there for 32 years, never losing his enthusiasm for 

helping kids or his passion for raising hogs.  He is especially proud of the fact 
that over 1,300 of his students from various backgrounds participated at the 

Junior Livestock Show of Spokane during his tenure. 

 
Fred married Kathy Malkuch, a Glendive, Montana farm girl, in 1965 and have 

a son Brett who, with his wife and two sons, lives in Houston, Texas. Brett, too, 

was a hog showman at the Junior Livestock Show. According to Fred, Kathyôs 
support and understanding of Fredôs devotion to the Junior Livestock Show and 

Ag Education are beyond expectation and he canôt thank her enough. 

 
Since retiring from teaching, Fred has continued his dedication to the Junior 

Livestock Show of Spokane, serving in various capacities for the past 11 years 

among which is serving as advisor to the Jr. Show Executive Board and contin-
ues to promote and support the continued success of the Show and the values it 

teaches students outside of the classroom.  As a testament to Fredôs commit-

ment, many of his former students continue to be actively involved in the Junior 
Livestock Show today.
